No more 
than 6 practical (rehearsal, practice or production) units may be counted toward the degree.

Lower Division Core:  DANCE 11.1*, 13.1*; MUSC 1; MUSCP 17A; THAR 10A 
• Theatre:  Add THAR 22A 
• Theatre Dance:  Add DANCE 16.1*; THAR 42 
• Music:  Add 3 units selected from MUSC 7 or MUSC 9 
• Voice:  Add MUSCP 17A (may be taken for 2 units in addition to those used in the degree core)
