COURSE DESCRIPTIONS and INSTRUCTOR INFORMATION


 COLLEGE OF SAN MATEO
Instructor:  Michael Burke
Michael Burke is a Professor of Mathematics at the College of San Mateo. He received an M.A. in Education from Stanford University and an M.A. in Mathematics from the University of Oregon. He has been teaching at the College of San Mateo since 1976, and he is particularly fond of teaching both the Liberal Arts Mathematics course and the Mathematics and Global Issues course. Michael was recently named a Carnegie Scholar by the Carnegie Foundation, one of twenty Carnegie Scholars in the nation. His work as a Carnegie Scholar focused on integrative learning, the idea that mathematics, in particular, should not be taught as a completely separate discipline, in isolation from all other disciplines; rather, mathematics offers a powerful way to understand the world and to attack many of the problems that arise in other disciplines. Michael works to incorporate this spirit into every class he teaches. Michael spent his junior year of college at the University of Sussex in England, and remembers vividly the excitement of that year. Since then, he has returned to Europe many times, often visiting London. Michael taught for the College of San Mateo London Semester in 1988 and the Paris Semester in 2008. He is eager now to spend another semester in London to share experiences in that exciting city with his students.

MATH 145,~ Liberal Arts Mathematics
(3 units)
(Pass/No Pass or Letter Grade Option)

Prerequisite: satisfactory completion of MATH 120 or MATH 123, Intermediate Algebra, appropriate test scores or other measures as appropriate
CSU/UC; AA/AS Area C - Math/Quantitative Reasoning; CSU GE Area B4 - Math Concepts; IGETC Area 2 - Mathematical Concepts and Quantitative Reasoning

Math 145 is an overview of a collection of intriguing mathematical ideas. We will examine important concepts of mathematics and of mathematics as a tool for decision making. Topics and applications may include aspects of the history of mathematics, counting methods, number theory, Euclidean and non-Euclidean geometry, Platonic Solids, probability, problem solving, and logic. 
In London, we will first focus on some deep mathematical results in elementary number theory, results that in some cases go back to the ancient Greeks. We will follow with a careful study of infinity and some interesting properties of sets, a topic that was partially developed by Cambridge University mathematician Bertrand Russell. With luck, we will have the opportunity to visit Cambridge. We will then look at the mathematics of the Golden Rectangle (the Divine Proportion), a shape that has had a profound influence on Western Art. London, of course, is one of the great art centers of the world, and we will see examples of paintings based on the Golden Rectangle in London’s museums. Liberal Arts Mathematics was a very popular course two years ago in Paris.

MATH 147,~ Mathematics and Global Issues 

(3 units)
(Pass/No Pass or Letter Grade Option)

Prerequisite: satisfactory completion of MATH 120 or MATH 123, Intermediate Algebra, appropriate test scores or other measures as appropriate
CSU/UC; AA/AS Area C - Math/Quantitative Reasoning; CSU GE Area B4 - Math Concepts; IGETC Area 2 - Mathematical Concepts and Quantitative Reasoning

Math 147 will focus on the use of mathematics and basic scientific reasoning to address complex political, social, environmental and scientific issues. We will develop the mathematical tools necessary to analyze data about each of these issues, and then we will think carefully about how to interpret the data. Mathematical topics will include:  functions and mathematical models; inverse functions; linear, exponential, and logarithmic models; data exploration and analysis, and the use of a computer to describe and to understand the implications of a mathematical model. 
In London, we will study issues with a global perspective, and what better place to investigate global issues than a truly global city. You will probably find that, in London, your perspective on the world will broaden; you will be able to think about things from an international point of view, rather than from the more limited perspective that most of us have as Americans. But as we examine these issues (issues such as global climate change, the spread of AIDS worldwide, the wisdom of nuclear power as an energy source, and world population), we will also be examining our own thinking:  How do we know what is really true? How do we make a decision? How do we even know what we really think? Mathematics and Global Issues is a much sought after course at CSM. 
SOSC 382,* British Life and Culture

(3 units)
(Pass/No Pass or Letter Grade Option)
Recommended: completion of READ 400, Textbook Reading, or READ 405, Analytical Reading, or equivalent, with a grade of C or better

This course is designed to introduce students to Great Britain with a broad overview of British culture and civilization through a combination of lectures by local experts and organized field trips. The course takes a social, historical, and cultural approach to contemporary British society and examines traditions and institutions to help understand the British way of life in the 21st century. Topics may include the history of the Royal Family, the European Union, the British theatre, education, and the arts. COSUMNES RIVER COLLEGE

Instructor:  Diane Richey-Ward
Diane is a practicing visual artist and fulltime Professor of Art at American River College in Sacramento. Her mixed-media drawings and video installations have been exhibited regionally, in New York, Los Angeles, San Francisco and Europe. She has been the recipient of ten Artist-in-Residencies in the US, Netherlands, Paris and Canada. These fellowships involve creating a body of work over a period of two months in guest studios, then exhibiting the series at the conclusion of her stay. Her recent drawings, representing 2 years’ work in the Netherlands, is currently showing at the Pamela Skinner/Gwenna Howard gallery in Sacramento. Diane has had the privilege of teaching Art History and Drawing in Paris in 2008 and in Florence in 2009, further cementing her commitment and enthusiasm for the Study Abroad program. Having concentrated on the medium of Drawing in both her teaching and artistic expression, she combines this expertise with extensive travel and art historical experience to provide a unique opportunity for students to broaden their visual awareness.
ART 300, Elementary Drawing and Composition
 (3 units)
(Pass/No Pass or Letter Grade Option)

CSU/UC; AA/AS Area I - Humanities; CSU GE Area C1 – Arts
CAN ART 8 

The fine art medium of drawing is inseparable from the act of seeing.

This beginning course covers the fundamentals and extended development of visual awareness: gaining skills in the use of line, shape, value, perspective, space and composition. Incorporating the backdrop of London in our curriculum, utilizing the vast array of museum and gallery collections, students will have the opportunity for drawing both inside and outside the classroom. Students will be introduced to various media and techniques of drawing: including charcoal, ink and pencil.

ART 302,~ Elementary Drawing and Composition
 (3 units)
(Pass/No Pass or Letter Grade Option)

Prerequisite: completion of ART 300 with a grade of “C” or better
CSU/UC; AA/AS Elective; CSU GE Area C1 – Arts

This second-semester course continues to explore fundamentals and the development of visual awareness: gaining skills in the use of line, shape, value, perspective, space and composition. The expressive visual element of color will be introduced in this course. Incorporating the backdrop of London in our curriculum, utilizing the vast array of museum and gallery collections, students will have the opportunity for drawing both inside and outside the classroom. Students will increase expertise in various media and techniques of drawing: beginning with charcoal and moving into colored pencils and pastels.

ARTH 309, Art Survey: Renaissance to 19th Century
(3 units)
(Pass/No Pass or Letter Grade Option)

CSU/UC; AA/AS Area I - Humanities; CSU GE Area C1 – Arts; IGETC Area 3A – Arts



CAN ART 4 
London has been a beacon of culture for many centuries, and this course capitalizes on the abundant resources available by visiting museums that arguably contain the most important collections in the world. We will be taking frequent trips to the National Gallery, the National Portrait Gallery, the Tate Britain, and the Courtland Institute, among others.

Students will analyze and compare works from the Renaissance, Baroque, Romantic/Neoclassic and Impressionist periods. Viewing and discussing important works in person will prove an invaluable asset in understanding both the formal elements and the historical context of the art. Students will be encouraged to explore the wide-ranging architectural and cultural offerings of London outside of the class as part of curriculum.

ARTH 311, Art Survey: Modern Art

 (3 units)
(Pass/No Pass or Letter Grade Option)

CSU/UC; AA/AS Area I - Humanities; CSU GE Area C1 – Arts; IGETC Area 3A – Arts 
Britain’s contribution to modern art cannot be understated, and London’s collection of world class modern and contemporary art is quite impressive. The Tate Modern and the Tate Britain are two examples of significant museums that we’ll be visiting frequently. By studying and evaluating diverse art forms from the mid 19th to 20th centuries and ending with the contemporary art scene, students will gain valuable insight and perspective. 

Viewing original works from Manet to Van Gogh, Picasso and Henry Moore, are only a few highlights. Over 300 art galleries offered in London provide exciting opportunities to observe a vast international overview of modern art. Students will be encouraged to explore the wide-ranging architectural and cultural offerings of London outside of the class as part of curriculum. 

SOCSC 499,* British Life and Culture

(3 units)
(Pass/No Pass or Letter Grade Option)
CSU#/UC@; AA/AS elective

This course is designed to introduce students to Great Britain with a broad overview of British culture and civilization through a combination of lectures by local experts and organized field trips. The course takes a social, historical, and cultural approach to contemporary British society and examines traditions and institutions to help understand the British way of life in the 21st century. Topics may include the history of the Royal Family, the European Union, the British theatre, education, and the arts. Field trips may include Shakespeare's Globe Theatre, the British Museum, the Tate Modern Museum, the Houses of Parliament, the Inns of Court, and Evensong at St. Paul's Cathedral. SANTA ROSA JUNIOR COLLEGE

Instructor:  Janet McCulloch
Study Abroad is about three things — taking transferable classes, learning about world culture, and having fun. Janet McCulloch’s philosophy of education is that if you’re not enjoying yourself in the learning process you’re probably not really learning, and there is ample research to support that philosophy. Janet will share her experiences of London and show how the city can enrich the analysis of literature. 

Janet has traveled extensively in the British Isles, which has given her a wealth of knowledge about the effect of “place” on a writer and his/her readership. She has also traveled through North and South American, studying the literature and history of a variety of cultures. Shakespeare, in particular, is one of Janet’s areas of expertise. For several years she led groups of students to the Oregon Shakespeare Festival in Ashland, Oregon, so teaching Shakespeare in London will be a joyful opportunity for her and her students. 

Janet McCulloch has taught English at SRJC full-time for thirteen years; she has also taught at Mendocino College in Ukiah and at Sonoma State University. Janet attended UC-Davis, CSU-Sacramento, and Sonoma State University. She holds a Bachelors Degree in English Literature and a Masters Degree in English with an Emphasis in Teaching Composition. Although students will be studying literature, they can expect to improve their writing skills appreciably through a one-on-one tutorial approach to drafting and revision.

ENGL 2,~ Introduction to the Novel

(3 units)
(Pass/No Pass or Letter Grade Option)

Prerequisite: completion of ENGL 1A, Reading and Composition, or higher English Course, or equivalent, with a grade of “C” or better
CSU/UC; AA/AS Area E - Humanities; CSU Area C2 - Humanities; IGETC Area 3B - Humanities

In the latter part of the 18th Century the novel evolved into a profoundly important genre in literature, and the British novels of the time contributed significantly to the development of the novel as popular entertainment. This course will explore the different kinds of novels or sub-genres including: Romance, Picaresque, Epistolary, Gothic, Novel of Manners, Historical, Roman a clef, Kunstlerroman, Bildungsroman, Fantasy/Science Fiction, Mystery/Detective, Documentary, and Modern or anti-novel. Tentative titles for this course are: Daniel DeFoe’s Moll Flanders, Jane Austen’s Emma, Dorothy L. Sayers’ Gaudy Night, one of Anthony Powell’s short novels from A Dance to the Music of Time, and Martin Amis’ London Fields. We will visit the settings of many of these novels, as well as take advantage of museums, lectures, and walking tours of historical interest that will add to the students’ knowledge of the periods.
ENGL 27,~ Introduction to Shakespeare

(3 units) 
(Pass/No Pass or Letter Grade Option)

Prerequisite: completion of ENGL 1A, Reading and Composition, or higher English Course, or equivalent, with a grade of “C” or better
CSU/UC; AA/AS elective; CSU Area C2 - Humanities; IGETC Area 3B - Humanities

There is no better place to study the works of William Shakespeare than the place where he earned his fame and fortune—London. The course will include study of The Sonnets and a full range of the plays in production at the Globe Theatre, the West End, and Stratford-Upon-Avon, as well as exploration of the Elizabethan world view and the history and politics of the age. At the reconstructed Globe in October the company will offer Merry Wives of Windsor and Henry IV, Parts I & II ; the entire month of November is devoted to readings and discussion of the Sonnets. As soon as the Royal Shakespeare Company announces its 2010-11 season, we will schedule a field trip to Stratford to see a comedy and a tragedy along with the places where Shakespeare’s life began and ended. (Note: This course has successfully articulated with UC-Berkeley for the upper division requirement for Shakespeare).
English 46.2,~ Survey of British Literature, Part II
(3 units) 
(Pass/No Pass or Letter Grade Option)

Prerequisite: completion of ENGL 1A, Reading and Composition, or higher English Course, or equivalent, with a grade of “C” or better
CSU/UC; AA/AS Area E - Humanities; CSU Area C2 - Humanities; IGETC Area 3B - Humanities
The second part of the Survey of British Literature moves historically through the Romantic Age to the Victorians in the 19th century, on to the 20th century Modernists, and beyond to the Post-Modernists of our own time. The course will begin with an in-depth study of the Romantic poets — Wordsworth, Shelley, Keats, Byron, and Coleridge and a weekend trip to the Lake District. The second section will focus on the Victorian Age, the rise of the novel, and the place of women in British society. The third section will concentrate on analyzing the poetry of the Modern Age with emphasis on the war poetry of Wilfred Owen and the post-WWI poetry of T.S. Eliot. Finally, we will explore the poetry and fiction of Great Britain in the 21st century and the connection between literature and film, literature and politics, and literature in the global context.
SOCS 48.11,* British Life and Culture
(3 units)
(Pass/No Pass or Letter Grade Option)

Recommended: Eligibility for ENGL 100 or ESL 100, College Reading and Writing
CSU/UC@; AA/AS elective
This course is designed to introduce students to Great Britain with a broad overview of British culture and civilization through a combination of lectures by local experts and organized field trips. The course takes a social, historical and cultural approach to contemporary British society and examines traditions and institutions to help understand the British way of life in the 21st century. Topics may include the history of the Royal Family, the European Union, the British theatre, education, and the arts. Field trips may include Shakespeare's Globe Theatre, the British Museum, the Tate Modern Museum, the Houses of Parliament, the Inns of Court, and Evensong at St. Paul's Cathedral.
