Administrative Reorganization: The resignations of Jim Rose and Scott Ahrens from the positions of Dean, Petaluma Campus and Director, SRJC Technology Academy provide an opportunity to review these positions and determine if revisions are warranted.  The growth in enrollment and increasing complexity of the Petaluma Campus operation have created a situation where the administrative duties and areas of responsibility for both positions have expanded indicating a need to revise their job descriptions and salary classifications.

After review and approval by Dr. Agrella and the component administrators, both positions are being recommended for higher administrative salary ranges based on the complexity and breadth of their duties.  The Dean, Petaluma Campus position (currently a Dean I, 14.0) will become a Dean II, 14.5.  The duties and responsibilities of this position require district-wide coordination with all academic and service departments and include oversight of both the instructional and service programs as well as day-to-day campus operations.   It also includes supervision of the Dean I positioned described below, faculty, and classified staff.

The Director, SRJC Technology Academy position, (12.0) will be replaced with a new position of Dean, Instruction and Technical Services, Petaluma Campus (Dean I 14.0)  These changes in title and salary range reflect a broadening of duties to include responsibility for designated instructional programs, the SRJC Technology Academy, coordination with Community Education and the Economic Development Institute activities in south Sonoma County, and coordination of delivery of technical services including Computing Services, Academic Computing, and Media Services on the Petaluma Campus.  This position will report to the Dean, Petaluma Campus and will supervise faculty and classified staff. These revisions are warranted now but are also necessary as we transition to the expansion of the Petaluma Campus.  These positions will be presented to the Board of Trustees in March.

Selection procedures will begin immediately after Board approval.  The Board policy calls for a selection committee with up to eight members including two administrators selected by the Superintendent/President, two faculty members selected by the Academic Senate, two members of the Board of Trustees (if they choose to participate), one classified staff member selected by SEIU, and one student selected by the Associated Students.  It will be our goal to complete the committee process by the end of the Spring term.  If you have questions, please let me know.

Education Plan: The process for development of the comprehensive Petaluma Campus education plan has now been extended to the academic departments.  Each department chair and/or program director has been provided a planning guide designed by the Petaluma Campus educational plan core committee and intended to facilitate program-based discussions of the current and projected offerings and services at the Petaluma Campus.  Please encourage your department’s discussion of these matters.  The Petaluma Faculty forum will also be considering input.

Submission of Student Work in A & R:  A comprehensive review of functions and staffing has just been completed in A & R that indicates a need for some changes in operations. One change is that the A & R staff will no longer be able to accept student work at the front counter on behalf of instructors.  Apparently, the practice of asking students to turn in late work to A & R has grown to be quite common, to the point that it creates other challenges.  Please make arrangements for students to turn in their assignments to you directly or through some other means than A & R.

Friends of Petaluma Campus Faculty/Staff Special Projects:  The Friends of Petaluma Campus is a group of community volunteers who work to raise community awareness and develop resources to support the Petaluma Campus. The Friends develop annual fund raising goals focusing on specific areas of support for the campus.  In addition, the Friends are pleased to announce a new program to support Faculty/Staff Special Projects.  These special projects are limited to a maximum of $1,000.00 and must not create an on-going budget obligation.  The submission deadline for Fall projects is May 1.  Copies of the special project funding guidelines and the actual request for funding are available in the administration office.

Day Under the Oaks:  May 1 has been designated as the Day Under the Oaks at the Santa Rosa Campus, from 10:00 am to 4:00 pm.  If you are interested in volunteering to be a part of the Petaluma Campus display, please let me know.

Women’s History Month:  A substantial program has been developed for Women’s History Month on the Petaluma Campus throughout March.  Activities include a Women of Color Film Series, the annual High Tea, a Student Art Exhibit in the Atrium and Café, an Art Exhibit by instructor Suzanne Lacke in Mahoney Library, and a Noon-Time Concert by an all women rock band “Fantasia” on March 24 from 12:00 – 1:30 pm in the Quad with free refreshments (sponsored by the Associated Students/Petaluma Campus Life Council).
