Template Explanation - Creating a New Web Page

Import WRS index, template, css and images into your managed site. Do verify the links to be sure they match your construct. If adjustments are necessary, make them to template and to index.

To Create a New Web Page:

1. Open wrs_template.html

2. Save As new document
For each page, verify and edit the following areas:

Head div

· Title – correct the title for each new page

· Verify the path to wrs.css

Photos div

· Photos – change out current images for images assigned to that page (images pending for staff)


Note: only for secondary pages – any third-level pages will have the same header 


photos as their parent page

· Images in the photo div are named in the following manner:


h_index.1.jpg    h_ indicates a header image, index indicates which web page,

1 indicates which of the three images 

· Adjust the <alt> tag as necessary

Top Nav div

· adjust content of the top_nav 

· if the secondary page you are creating has child pages, use the coding for navigation, and adjust the content for the links accordingly

· if the secondary page does not have any child pages, use the coding for text: the example shown is the WRS motto, which is always to be displayed in lower case. The lower case style was not used, so you may swap out this text for client quotes and still use upper and lower case letters. When using quotes, always use entities for curly-quotes (i.e. &#8220; and &#8221;) Note: if you have a long quote, you may need to adjust the letter spacing.
· Remove any extraneous coding

Right Side (Content) div

· Photo – change out current image for image assigned to that page
